World Vision's 30 Hour Famine is a
worldwide movement of students who are
serious about serving God and fighting
hunger - all on an empty stomach . For 30
hours, participants get a taste of hunger by
not eating - something more than a billion
people around the world experience every
day. And by doing fundraising activities,
community service projects, and learning
more about the facts of world hunger
students are changed in amazing ways as
they help others and save lives.

Did you knowE

= More than 1 billion people in the
world don't get enough to
eat. That's one of every seven people
on the planet.

» In the last 50 years, 400 million
people worldwid e have died from
hunger and poor sanitation. That's
three times the number of people
killed in all wars fought in the entire
20th century .

= Of the 6.6 billion people in today's
world, 2.1 billion live on less than $2
per day.

= 35.5 million people - including 12.6

million children - live in households
that experience hunger or the risk of
hunger. This represents more than
one in ten households in the United
States (10.9 percent).

The students of Herndon United Methodist,
Trinity Presbyterian, and St. Timothy’s
Episcopal are committed to raising money
and awareness about the world’s hunger
crisis.

Already this school year, we have raised
funds to help Martha’s Table, a homeless
shelter in Washington, DC. We have fixed
296 sandwiches at a time to feed the hungry.

Now in February, we will participate in the
30-Hour Famine. Not only will we fast for 30-
hours, but we will give our time and energy to
help those less fortunate. We will volunteer
our time at the Capital Area Food Bank in
DC, ALIVE in Alexa ndria, and we will make
even more sandwiches for MarthaOs Table.

Would you help fix the
celebration meal to break our fast? Will you
donate money to World Vision?
